June 10, 2023 
Water – The Liquid Gold of the West 
Learn about the role of water in Westminster’s growth as a community.  This tour 
will include presentations and field visits to the Church Ranch, Standley Lake 
and local ditches.   
 
July 8, 2023 
Farms, Fruits and Pollinators 
Explore the history of farming and fruit production in Westminster.  This tour will 
include onsite visits of the Marion-Wilkins-Ward Barn and Windmill, Metzger 
Farm, a Westminster-based beekeeping business, and the Bowles House. 
 
August 12, 2023 
Wagon Trains, Trains, and Roads 
Learn how transportation routes have shaped the fabric of our community.  The 
tour will include a presentation about the Denver Kite Route and US 36 and 
onsite tours of local landmarks along this influential transportation route including 
the Semper Farm and Broomfield Depot Museum.   
 
September 9, 2023 
Westminster University  
Take in sweeping views and tour the grounds of Westminster University, the 
cemetery located on the site, and other historic landmarks along the eastern 
edge of Westminster.
