Street Naming:

The naming of streets and avenues shall follonMe&o Denver Street Naming system where possibdehave
100 number designations. The City of Westminstaintains a GIS layer that shows the locations efgtid
streets. This is used to begin the initial layofuihe street names.

Arterial roads shall be designated as Boulevard®oads
East and west running streets will be typed as Agsrand will have a “W” directional

East and west running streets located between Agewill be typed as:

“Places” will take the name of the proceeding aweand run between avenues and connect directlyrib-n
south streets.
